The grants will be awarded to organizations located within the City and County of Honolulu for projects 
benefiting Oahu residents.  To be eligible for the grant, applicants must be a tax-exempt, publicly supported 

and charitable organization, as determined by the Internal Revenue Service.   
The deadline for submitting proposals is Friday, December 2, 2016 at 4 pm  

Proposals may be submitted to the Division of Purchasing at 530 South King Street, Room 115.

All non-profits who qualify and are interested in applying for the grant program should read the 
RFP documents carefully.  Determine which of the three grant types you may qualify for and 

submit your proposal, application and required documents as indicated in the instructions.  
Only complete RFP application packets will be considered for grant funding.
